Streamkeeper updates: 
The next Whitson Elementary Stream Survey will take place not on the first Friday of the month as is usual, but on Friday May 8th. Streamkeepers are invited to attend and help with the survey.
Spring Events
· Whitson Nature Trail Rehab– Mike Yarnell at Whitson sprayed for poison oak and vinca over the school’s spring break and Jeanette Burkhardt and Cheri Anderson have pulled some of the honesty, since it is easiest to pull when the ground is wet.  There is a major problem area on the slope from Academy Street, where citizens have been dumping large yard waste onto school property.  This area is covered in vinca, but before any pulling or spraying could happen, the brush and trash pile would have to be cleared.  Jeanette will work on an Op Ed or letter to the editor and Bernie will investigate what it might take to remove the trash pile. A visit to the site after next month’s meeting was also proposed. Mike Yarnell has installed two No Dumping signs, informing citizens that the area is school property.
